The Information Age was supposed to be a liberating phenomenon for
-.- - humanity. Itis true that the invention of the printing press democratized knowledge
and fueled revolutionary forces like the Protestant Reformation from which our
religious movement sprang. Pandora’s Box was opened and what had been the
special domain of the few became available for the many.
Translate the Latin Bible into a vernacular language and its interpretation multiplies
beyond the ability of any one group to control it. The computer and the Internet have
likewise made accessible a vast library of information that nations with authoritarian
structures find very inconvenient.

We are only now, however, beginning to understand the down side of the

information explosion. As it turns out the link between information and

understanding has a fault line. In his book The Black Swan, Nassim Taleb relates the fire hydrant experiment. Show two
groups of people a blurry image of a fire hydrant. The lack of clarity makes it impossible to identify the image. For one group
the resolution is increased slowly in ten steps. For the other group the resolution is increased faster in five steps. When
both groups arrive at an identical image of the hydrant they are asked to identify what they see. The members of the group
that saw fewer intermediate steps along the way are likely to recognize the hydrant much faster.

What does this mean? The more information you give someone, the more possibilities they will formulate along the
way to account for that information. Moving in many different directions at once with a variety of hypotheses, and unable to
distinguish between random noise and useful information, they become less capable of understanding what is relevant about
the data. The problem is the tendency toward confirmation bias and belief perseverance. Once an opinion is developed with
weak evidence, our brains naturally search for what confirms that opinion while rejecting what contradicts it; and we would
prefer to keep our opinions rather than going to all the bother of reversing them.

This has implications for media outlets that shape information in one direction for our established opinions and
beliefs; especially for the capacity of citizens to actually have a conversation and dialogue about anything. But the important
thing for us to remember is that the increase of information does not lead to an increase in understanding. Piling on
information can be toxic to understanding the import of that information. It is just one more reason to get up in the morning
and look into the mirror and say, “I might be wrong.” In the Information Age prudence is a virtue useful for our survival.
Empirical evidence for accepting that what we don’t know can be more important than that what we do know, reminds us that
humility is essential to our spiritual health. bc
